TOURNAMENT RULES 
 

1.  ELIGIBILITY:   Open to any junior or adult bowler, who is a member of a league & is in 
good standing, and any friends &/or family members who have registered & paid the entry fees.  
Each participant will bowl 3 games.  The league member's 3 game total will be used for each 
friend &/or family member registered to bowl with them, if they bring more than one.  
 
2.  DIVISIONS:  This is a handicap tournament with an optional scratch division.  Handicap 
will be based on 90% of 220.  Average divisions will be based on the league bowler’s current 
average as of Nov. 24, 2007.  The non-bowler will be assigned an average according to their age.  
(The age divisions are:  5-9 years: 40 average; 10-12 years:  50 average; 13-16 years:  65 
average;  17-18 years:  75 average; New adults 19 & over:  100 average; New seniors 70 & over:  
100 average) The average divisions, combining both bowlers’ averages, are as follows:  130 & 
under; 131-175; 176 & up. 
 
3.  VERIFICATION:  It is each bowler’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of their average 
on the day of the event.  Failure to use proper average shall disqualify bowler if submitted 
average is lower than actual average, thereby resulting in a lower classification.  Correction to 
averages must be made before the end of the first game.   
 
4.  All disagreements will be handled through the Tournament Committee of the Northern Utah 
USBCA Youth.  All protests & appeals must be in accordance with USBC rule 329.   
 
5.  Substitutes will be allowed, when necessary, but must report to the Tournament Director 30 
minutes prior to the scheduled squad time. 
 
6.  NO entry fee will be returned!! 
 
7.  BOWLERS’ AREA:  Only bowlers & tournament officials are permitted in the bowling 
area.  Food & drink will be permitted only on the back counter/table areas.  Please, No cell 
phones or electronic devices in the bowler’s area.   



 
8.  LANGUAGE:  The use of profanity by any bowler or spectator will not be tolerated.  
Disqualification will be the consequence.  Tournament Officials decisions are FINAL. 
 
9.  DRESS CODE:  Attire must be neat, clean & proper fitting (no undergarments showing).  No 
attire advertising liquor or tobacco products or inappropriate language.  Tournament Officials 
decisions are FINAL. 
 
10. AWARDS:  Trophies for 1st, 2nd & 3rd places will be awarded in each division.  (Divisions 
may be combined.) 
 
ANYTHING NOT COVERED IN THESE RULES WILL BE GOVERNED BY THE USBC 
RULE/PLAY BOOK.
